A Montreat Youth Conference is a unique event—a gathering of young people from all
over the country for a week of study, worship and recreation. Montreat Youth Conferences are
designed for high school students by a team of students and adult leaders over a two year
process and are co-sponsored by our General Assembly Office of Youth Ministries.

CHPC has a history of making periodic pilgrimages to Montreat Youth Conferences both
in North Carolina and Colorado. When you listen to the faith stories of former students from
CHPC they always include transforming experiences from a Montreat Youth Conference.

Since the late 1990’s it has become tradition to add a mission/community service project
week to our Montreat week and we are continuing the tradition in 2012 with a summer immer-
sion project in Philadelphia and then some sightseeing days in New York City.

Cost. Andlysis

There are a variety of components that affect the cost of this type of conference including
the event base cost, transportation, layover days for travel, etc. We will be working diligently
to bring the cost to $850 per person for both weeks which will include transportation, lodging,
food and program. We have created a transportation fund for this summer’s event that will en-
deavor to cover the cost of transportation but it may be necessary to host a fundraising event
that all participants will be expected to help facilitate with their time. If you register by Janu-
ary 22, 2012 we will guarantee your cost not to exceed $850. Cost for Montreat only is $650
and Philly /NYC only is $550.
